Don Ogdenisnot only asuperb NOC NewsEditor
and anintegral part of the NOC club; heasohasa
fascinating back ground.

Donwasbornin New Albany, Indianain 1931.
Being theoldest of 12 children; i.e., 10 sistersand
onebrother, (all still living), he never had to worry
about having aplaymate! He did lots of fishing,
hunting, picking blackberries, collecting coins, and
arrowheads. He even had aNewspaper Route!

Don’sHigh School yearsincluded playing football
at New Albany High School.

In1950—-1954 Donwasinthe USAFasa Q-24
Bomb/Navigation system technician on the B-36
Aircraft. Asanin-flight technician, hewasonone
flight for 38 hoursstraight. During the Korean War,
when he was TDY in North Africa, he observed
peopletill livingintentswith“US” and “British”
insgniaswritten onthem. Onetime, whileflyingon
the B-36, two engines caught on fire. They were
lucky to land. Heremembered that bombswould
get stuck and had to kicked out of the plane.

During 1955 heworked for the Jones Dabney Paint
Company in LouisvilleKentucky wherehedevel oped
the“paint formula’ that was used on 1956 Fords.
L ater, that year, hemoved to Californiaand haslived
hereever since.

Heworked at DouglasAircraft Company for five
yearsasaField Service Representative onthe Thor
Missleat VandenbergAir ForceBase. Heasowrote
the Maintenance Manua onthe DC-8.

Hisnext job wasworking for Babcock Electronics
asaTechnica Writer.

Following this, heworked at L ockheed Aircraft
Company for 37 yearsasthe Senior Service Engineer
Specidist. HewasinvolvedwiththePolarisMissile,
theU2, SR71 Blackbird, Tri Star L1011 (whichwas
thefirst planetolanditself) and the F117A (Stealth
Fighter). He set up the Oracle Data Base for the
F117A, and wasrespons blefor input of the database,
which was sent to Sacramento. In 1990 while at
L ockheed, Donwas awarded the* Employee of the
Year”

Don hasfour children, Lorettaone, and they have
11 grandchildren. While hischildren weregrowing
up, they wereinvolvedintheY MCA Indian Guides
wherehewasthe®Nation Chief!” Thechildrenaso
participated on Swim Team at theY MCA wherehe
was chairman of the ChristmasTree Lot aswell as
the Fireworks Stand. Then came “Pop Warner
Football,” which Don coached. Inadditiontodl this,
Donwasalso activein doing the newsletter for his
church.

Al so,
wemay visit the nearby abandoned minesand |ook
for malachite, azurite, chrysocholla, and other South

Cady Mountainsspecimens.
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Pleasebring firewood for the campfireand prepare
for avariety of weather conditions.

TOOLS: Rock hammer and collecting bag.

DIRECTIONS: Take 1-40 east out of Barstow
about 32.3 miles and go off at Hector Road. Turn
right to the stop sign and go left onto Route 66.
Continue about 10 milesto where Rte 66 crosses
[-40. DO NOT CROSS THE FREEWAY.
Instead, turn right and follow the signsto camp.

NOTE: Thoughthisisagresat placeto camp, motels
areavailable40 milesaway in Barstow. If you want
to collect but don’t want to camp, the motel option
worksfine.
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Field Trip Report

Gold Rock Ranch/Indian Pass Road
February 17-19, 2007

It hasbeen acouple of yearssincewelast visited
the Gold Rock Ranch areaand it isstill pretty much
unchanged fromtheway | remember it. Theweather
couldn’t have been better, 80° F during theday and
60° F during the night. We enjoyed potluck on
Saturday and cheery campfireseach of the 3 nights
wewerethere (you know afieldtripisn’t complete
without acampfire.)

Membersof 3 clubsparticipatedinthisouting. Art
& Ginger Ragazzi and Hobo (WGMS) campedina
largetent, Jay Vale (WGM SNOC) had atent trailer,
Don Ogden slept in a 1-man pup tent, Pat Mogan
camewith amotorhomeand aboat (another story),
Don & Kathy Eschbachand Don & OfeliaWarthen
(NOC) stayed in cabins at Gold Rock Ranch, and
Frank & Francine (PLS) had their motorhome. You
may have noticed alot of Donsin the group from
North Orange County. They areknownas“TheDon's
of NOC” and all 3 came out on thefield trip (my
middle nameisDon so | aman honorary Don-jv.)

The Indian Pass location is famous for a blue
gemstone named dumortierite, also known as
CdiforniaL apisbecausebetter pieceslook very much
like Afghanistan LapisLazuli. We visited several
dumortierite sitesand explored afew back roads.
Blue and purple stuff wasfound by all.

The other regular stop for thislocation was the
Bluebird Mine for kyanite. Kyanite is a sky-blue
mineral which isrelatively soft but can be cut to
produceinteresting cabs, bookends, etc. Frank (PLS
club) isan artist who carves40lb or larger stonesto
produce abstract and representational carvingsso he
waslooking for large, solid chunks. Thislocation
provides bouldersin sizes up to several thousand
pounds. Frank finally selected apieceweighinginat
about 100 Ibswhichwehelped put in hisSUV.

During the weekend we visited 2 of Mitchell’s
Southern CdliforniaGem Trailslocationswhich | had
not tried before. The first was the Midway Wells

geode location. Geodes were found, both on the
surface and by digging in the soft ash. Not having
splitany yet, | can't giveyou aquality assessment
but some of the broken oneswerevery nice. Ginger
Ragazzi found asmall geode, about 2" across, which
popped open, revealing a rosette of spectacular
quartz crystd sranging about 1/4" to /2" long. Digging
geodesisdirty work but lotsof fun.

The other new-to-uslocation whichwefound and
collected at wasthe Winterhaven Geodesite, dsoin
Mitchell’sguide book. These nodules appeared to
be sedimentary in nature, some containing druzy
guartz, otherswithfossls. They werecollected here,
aswell as sand spikes and sand concretions. Some
agate and jasper wasfound, though not alot.

Monday morningwehad planned avisittotheOpa
Hill FireAgate Minebut theforecasted rain arrived
and we hurriedly tore down camp and headed for
homeinstead.

Wl that about wrapsit up. Thenightswerewarm
and weenjoyed crystal clear skies, suitablefor star
gazing (Ginger Ragazzi and Pat Mogan had long
discussionsabout thetruelocation of thelittledipper
and several other remembered congtellations.) It was
good company around theevening campfiresandwe
solved many of theworld'sproblemseach night (did
| mentionthat acampout isjust not completewithout
acampfire)) | hadagoodtimeand| beievemy fellow
houndershad funtoo.

Proposed changetotheBy L aws
ARTICLE V SECTION 4.

A. Theoffices of President, First Vice-
President, Treasurer and two Directors
shall start their terms on odd numbered
years.

B. The offices of Second Vice-President,
Secretary and three Directors shall start
their terms on even numbered years.

Tobechangetoread:

ARTICLEV SECTION 4:

The offices of President, 1% Vise President, 2™ \ise
President, Secretary, Treasurer and Five Directors
shall serve for two years to be elected every odd
numbered year.

Argument For ThisChange
Thischangewill eiminatethe confusonwehad this
last year in determining which officeswere up for
el ection and when one office was vacated the new
personinthat officedid not know theterm of their
office. Asanexample, at thelast meeting wereplaced
two open positions, the 2 VP and the Secretary
and under the present system the new peoplewill
serveaone-year term, under the purposed change
they will serveafull two-year term.

ArgumentAgaingt ThisChange

When we put the present system in effect theidea
wasthat wewould always have at |east one half of
the board that was experienced.

Aqguamarine, together with emerald belongsto the
beryl group; it is so named (L atin) because of its
seawater color. It wasalso atalismanfor sailors. A
dark blueisthemost desired color. Itisbrittleand
sensitive to pressure. Mohs' hardness is 7% -8.
Typical inclusions are fine hollow rods, which
sometimesreflect whitelight. Themaost common cut
istheemerald type.

M ost aquamarine comesfrom the pegmatites of
Brazil, where crystalsweighting several kiloshave
beenfound. Other depositsareinthe Soviet Union,
Urals, Siberia, Madagascar, United States and
recently, Afghanistan.

Synthetic aguamarine can be produced but is
uneconomical. The" synthetic aguamaring” soldin
thetradeisredly aguamarine-colored synthetic spinel

Some people believe that wearing aguamarine
(rounded stone) isfor thosewho areexperiencing a
lot of grief and can help one understand difficult
stuationsfromalove-filled viewpoint.
